	At the end of the 19th century the first steel framed, stone clad buildings were erected, first in the USA and then in the UK and Europe.  Many of our city centres are still dominated by these types of building in the forms of hotels, department stores, civic and commercial buildings.  Unfortunately, after a century and more of exposure they are now exhibiting damage to their elegant facades due to corrosion of the structural steel.  This presentation will review the problem, discuss repair options and concentrate on the benefits of applying impressed current cathodic protection with case histories and is based around the newly published joint NACE/CPA report on cathodic protection of early 20th century steel framed buildings.

	Both reinforced concrete and steel structures within a marine environment are particularly susceptible to corrosion. Chlorides from the sea can attack both the reinforcement within concrete and steel piling. Other mechanisms, including bacterial corrosion or Accelerated Low Water Corrosion can cause rapid section loss of steel. This presentation will review which structures are at risk and look at the corrosion prevention methods available, in particular cathodic protection. Impressed current and galvanic anodes are both widely used for the protection of marine structures and the relevant advantages of both methods will be illustrated with the use of project histories from around the UK coast.
